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The role of humanistic nursing in patients with severe pneumonia

[ Abstract ] Objective To explore the effect of humanistic nursing for patients with severe pneumonia.
Methods The patients with severe pneumonia (n=50) admitted in our hospital from March 2020 to March 2021
were selected as the subjects of this study. The above patients were divided into reference group (n=25) and
experimental group (n=25) by using random number table. Compare the effect of the two groups after nursing.
Results The symptom relief time of the experimental group was shorter than that of the reference group (P<0.05).
The incidence of complications in the experimental group was lower than that in the reference group (P<0.05). The
nursing satisfaction of the experimental group was higher than that of the reference group (P<0.05). Conclusion
The application of humanistic nursing in the nursing of patients with severe pneumonia can play a definite nursing
effect, promote the improvement of patients' related symptoms, and reduce the occurrence of complications, so the
patients are satisfied with the nursing. As can be seen above, humanistic nursing can also be promoted in clinical
practice.
