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Effect of high-quality nursing care on elderly patients with coronary heart disease and heart failure

[ Abstract] Objective To apply high-quality nursing and explore its nursing effects to find more suitable nursing
methods for elderly patients with coronary heart disease and heart failure. Methods In this study, patients were randomly
divided into two groups, a control group with routine nursing intervention and a trial group with high-quality nursing.
The study patients were selected from elderly patients with coronary heart disease and heart failure admitted to our
hospital from January 2021 to March 2023. A total of 98 patients were selected, and the complication rate and nursing
satisfaction of the two groups were compared. Results Among the patients in the experimental group, the nursing effect
was obvious, the probability of complications was lower than that in the control group, and the nursing satisfaction of the
patients in the nursing process was also higher than that in the control group (P<0.05). Conclusion High quality nursing
intervention can play a good nursing role in elderly patients with coronary heart disease and heart failure, reduce the
probability of complications, and improve nursing satisfaction.
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
