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Analysis of the effect of continuous nursing care on elderly patients with diabetes

[ Abstract] Objective To explore the effect of continuous care for elderly patients with diabetes. Methods 56
elderly patients with diabetes were selected from March 2020 to March 2021. According to the different nursing methods,
they were divided into reference group and experimental group. The former received routine nursing and the
experimental group received continuous nursing, with 28 cases in each group. Compare the nursing effects between the
two groups. Result The treatment compliance was significantly higher in the experimental group (P<0.05). The
comparison of blood glucose indicators showed a significant decrease in the experimental group after nursing (P<0.05).
Compared with the experimental group, nursing satisfaction was significantly higher (P<0.05). Compared with the
experimental group, the quality of life was significantly higher (P<0.05). Conclusion The effect of continuous nursing
care for elderly patients with diabetes is satisfactory, which can improve the treatment compliance of patients, improve
their blood sugar indicators, promote their recovery, and improve their quality of life. Therefore, patients are more
satisfied.
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
