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Application of nursing humanistic care teaching mode in clinical nursing teaching in cardiology department

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[ Abstract ] Objective To explore the application effect of nursing humanistic care teaching mode in clinical
nursing teaching in cardiology department. Methods This time, the research time was determined from October 1, 2020
to February 28, 2022, and 118 nursing students who practiced in the Cardiology Department of our hospital during this
period were selected as the research participants. And throwing dice as the grouping standard, they were divided into two
groups, namely the control group (59 people) and the experimental group (59 people). The nursing students in the control
group were given the conventional teaching mode, and the nursing students in the experimental group were taught with
the humanistic care mode. Results In terms of the evaluation of the teachers, the experimental group gave them higher
scores; in terms of teaching effect, the experimental group nursing students scored more satisfactory results.
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
