Research on evidence-based nursing in gastrointestinal decompression nursing

[ Abstract ] Objective To investigate the clinical effect of evidence-based nursing in gastrointestinal
decompression nursing. Methods 90 patients with gastrointestinal decompression admitted to our hospital from January
2022 to December 2022 were selected as research subjects. They were divided into routine group and evidence-based
group based on the time of admission, with 45 patients in each group. Routine nursing intervention was given to patients
in the routine group, and evidence-based nursing intervention was given to patients in the evidence-based group. Finally,
the nursing satisfaction and adverse nursing events of the two groups of patients were compared and analyzed. Results
After comparison, the nursing satisfaction rate of patients in the evidence-based group was 97.78%, which was
significantly higher than that of patients in the conventional group (60%). The data showed significant differences
(P<0.05). In addition, the incidence of adverse nursing events in patients in the evidence-based group was 15.56%, which
was significantly lower than the incidence of adverse nursing events in patients in the conventional group, which was
44.44%. The significant difference in data was statistically significant (P<0.05). Conclusion Evidence-based nursing
intervention for patients with gastrointestinal decompression can significantly improve their nursing satisfaction and
significantly reduce the incidence of adverse nursing events, which is worthy of clinical research and promotion.
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
