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Study on the application of comfort nursing mode in the care of children with chickenpox

[ Abstract] Objective To observe the effect of comfort nursing mode in children with chickenpox. Methods 86
children with chickenpox admitted from September 2020 to October 2021 were randomly divided into observation group
and control group with 43 cases each. The control group was given routine nursing, while the observation group was
given comfortable nursing mode, and the effect was compared. Results The improvement time of related indexes in the
observation group was lower than that in the control group (P<0.05); The nursing quality score, comfort score and

effective rate in the observation group were higher than those in the control group (P<0.05). Conclusion Comfortable

nursing mode can effectively improve nursing quality and comfort, and has high value.
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
