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Analysis of the effectiveness and value of applying a full process high-quality nursing service model in lung cancer

[ Abstract] Objective To analyze the effectiveness of high-quality nursing services throughout the process in lung
cancer surgical care. Method 56 lung cancer patients were selected from February 2021 to February 2022, all of whom
underwent surgical treatment. They were divided into a reference group and an experimental group using a random
number table method, with 28 patients in each group. The reference group received routine care, while the experimental
group received high-quality care throughout the entire process. The nursing effects of the two groups were evaluated
based on negative emotion scores, quality of life, and nursing satisfaction. Result There was a small difference in
negative emotions before nursing (P>0.05). After nursing, the experimental group showed a significant decrease (P<0.05).
Compared with the experimental group, the quality of life was significantly higher (P<0.05). Compared with the
experimental group, nursing satisfaction was significantly higher (P<0.05). Conclusion High quality nursing services
throughout the process can achieve good nursing outcomes in lung cancer surgical care, eliminate negative emotions in
patients, promote improvement in their quality of life, and help improve patient satisfaction.
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
