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Qualitative study on the outpatient nursing service needs of primary caregivers for childhood epilepsy
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of China-Chengdu Women and Children's Central Hospital ,Chengdu, Sichuan

[ Abstract]Objective To understand the needs of primary caregivers for pediatric epilepsy for out of hospital nursing
services. Methods The phenomenological research method was used to select 10 primary caregivers of children with
epilepsy from January 2024 to December 2024 as the subjects of this study. Conduct semi-structured interviews and
comprehensively organize and analyze the obtained data through qualitative research analysis methods. The main
caregivers of children with epilepsy have four main needs, including information needs, health guidance needs,
psychological needs, and social support needs. Conclusion The main caregivers of children with epilepsy have diverse
demands for out of hospital nursing services after returning to the family stage. In response to this situation, it is necessary
to timely improve continuity of care services and provide comprehensive, continuous, and targeted extended nursing
interventions to ensure effective response and maximize the quality of care for children with epilepsy.
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
